Personnel Committee

Committee Chair, Mr. Claggett, reported on the November 9, 2011 Personnel Committee Meeting. Building & Grounds Committee

Committee Chair, Mr. Altmaier, reported on the November 9, 2011 Building & Grounds Committee Meeting. Mrs. Wofter reviewed the Request for Qualifications of the seven architectural firms that submitted proposals to provide professional services for the renovation and redesign of the Emerson R. Miller Library. Mrs. Wofter outlined which firms she thought would be the top choices to interview and discussion followed. The Committee decided it would be in the Library’s best interest to interview the top four according to Mrs. Wofter’s evaluation of the seven firms. 
Next, Mr. Altmaier asked for volunteers to serve on the Selection Committee. All present requested inclusion in the interview process: Mr. Marty Altmaier; Mr. Thad Claggett; Mr. Barry Riley; Mr. Don Urban; Ms. Marty Morrison, Mr. Doug Stout, Head of Circulation and Building Services; Mrs. Sandra Lodge, Fiscal Officer; and Mrs. Babette Wofter, Director. Board Members not present at the meeting will also be invited. The Board agreed that the four architectural firms, Design Group, Holzheimer, Bolek & Meehan, CBLH Design, and Wachtel McAnally be interviewed by the Selection Committee on December 13th and December 14th beginning at 2:00 p.m. followed by the next meeting at 3:15 p.m. by the Selection Committee. Immediately following the final interview on December 14th, a Special Board Meeting will be held in order to select the architect for the project contingent upon a positive response from references. 

Fiscal Officer’s Report
